BACKGROUND INFORMATION 

Reality is a small interdenominational Christian organisation formed in 1994, which aims to work with and support young people aged 9-16 who are emotionally, behaviourally or socially disadvantaged.

The purposes and objects of the Trust are 

· to improve the quality of life for young people in disadvantaged social and economic circumstances in Scotland, 

· through the advancement of their ongoing education, 

· achieved by the provision of positive developmental activities for the holistic development of their physical, mental and spiritual capacities, 

· within a Christian perspective, 

· so that they will grow to full maturity as individuals and as valued members of society; 

· and to do all things as will properly attain to the above purpose.
Reality is a registered charity which is financed through grant giving bodies, trusts, churches and independent support. This allows us to provide services in three main areas, residential activity holidays, weekend breaks and training. The residential holidays are usually based at Christian outdoor centres throughout Scotland. Through this provision, young people are encouraged and supported to achieve their true potential.  We also offer the opportunity for young people who have attended a camp or weekend break to meet again in their local area. Training is provided for volunteers prior to attending a residential event and also for the further development of employed staff. The work in the Highlands is specifically with young people who have social interaction difficulties and may be on the Autism Spectrum and works through a slightly different model.
There is a board of Trustees who are responsible for distribution of the trust fund including the recruitment of permanent staff. The Trustees are all volunteers who are committed to the vision and aims of Reality.  Reality Adventure Works in Scotland Ltd is a registered Charitable Company Limited by Guarantee

The Head office is located in Dean House in Lenzie. There are 3 office staff, a fulltime project administration officer, and 2 part time administration/ finance support workers and 2 fulltime ‘field’ workers – the Project Manager and the Young Persons’ Link Up Worker.  There is a satellite office at North Kessock as a local base for our work in the Highlands. There are the part-time Highlands Project Developer and the fulltime Highlands Young Persons’ Link Up Worker with a volunteer part time admin support worker.
Reality is only able to provide the above services because of the people who volunteer their time to come to residential events. Most of our volunteers are recruited from local churches or Christian organisations. Reality is looking for people motivated to reach the disadvantaged young people of Scotland and to take the charity forward.
